Introduction

Checking exam results is quick and easy

The online Results Verification Service means that you can check that a student’s results are 
genuine in a matter of minutes. In addition, photos taken on the day of the exam help you 
check that the person who presented their results is the same person that took the exam.

	� Provide some basic 
details about yourself  
and your organisation.�

accepts.

	� Accept the terms and 
conditions, and simply 
click ‘Create account’.

Can’t see a result? 

1.	� Check that you have entered the 
data correctly and try again.

2.	� Contact the candidate to confirm 
their ID and secret number. If the 
candidate needs to check their 
details, they must contact their  
exam centre.

3.	� If the result is still not found, choose 
‘Contact us’ at the bottom of the  
page and complete our online form  
to request further investigation.
